The anticipation keeps readers
hooked. A sense of menace permeates, with this
unease building to a dramatic climax. Action
drives the stories, and dangers beset the
characters at every turn.

These thrillers are usually legal, medical, science
or political stories and are among the most
widely-read of all the genres.

Often Suspense books also fall into other genres
such as: mysteries, romance, historical,
paranormal and adventure.

Popular authors of this genre include David
Baldacci, James Patterson, John Grisham, Iris
Johanson, Justin Cronin, and Gillian Flynn.
