WHEREAS, native to the rivers of eastern China and Russia, grass carp have been
introduced into over 50 countries worldwide due to its uncanny ablhty to control a wide variety of
aquatic plant species; and

Protection establish a pilot program ¢oncerning the use of triploid grass carp in ﬁeshwatel lakes
as an alternative to the use of herbicide to control aguatic plants; and

jog, bike, boat, picnic, walk, and birdwatch and aquatic plant control is important for maintaining
its natural beauty.
